Your Spouse - Include if you are legally married, regardless of 
sex. 

- Include if you are legally married, but living apart 

(for example, spouse is away on military duty, 

away at work, or away for some reason other 

than legally separated or divorced). 

- Do not include if you are 

legally separated or 

divorced. 

- You do not need to claim your spouse 

if you are a victim of domestic abuse, 

domestic violence, or spousal 

abandonment. 

 

Child(ren) - Include number of dependent children. 
- Include adopted or foster children living with you 

that you can claim as a dependent. 

- Include number of children with whom you share 

custody if you can claim them as a dependent. 

- Include children under the age of 21 that you take 

care of 

- Do not include if a child is a non- 

dependent. 

- Do not include if a child is unborn. 

 

Other Dependent s: - Include the number of parents you claim as 

dependent s. 

- Include the number of siblings and other relatives 
            who you claim as dependents. 

- Do not include unmarried 

domestic partner. 
- Do not include roommates.
